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Fighting for Tourism in Wales
Teachers’ Notes and Lesson Plans for Key Stage 2
Overview of the Resource

Geography in the news is designed to give teachers a topical and entertaining on-line information and activity source. It will help to support the National Curriculum’s requirement for the flexible inclusion of current global and Welsh issues into pupils’ geography lessons in addition to more formalised schemes of work, and/or may be used to stimulate extended work within schemes of work. Each article is supported by a lesson plan. Key words are highlighted within the resources and have been defined by rollover annotation. Each edition will be archived to allow repeated access and use in the future. They are fully downloadable to allow storage and use in classrooms without internet connection.

Skills Framework and Assessment for Learning

The accompanying lesson plan aims to support the requirement for a skills-focussed curriculum. Where appropriate in the lesson plans, suggestions will be shown where thinking skills, communication, and ICT and number skills can be applied in the context of geography.
Investigative work lends itself very well to assessment for learning. For example, at the beginning of a study children can establish where they are in their learning and suggest what they want to find out. At the end of a study, children can assess their own achievement and indicate it by using simple techniques such as drawing smiley faces or by showing traffic light symbols in their work. The use of questioning throughout the activities encourages children to reflect on their understanding and help further their learning.

Opportunities to use assessment for learning strategies will be indicated as AfL.

	Activity 1 (One worksheet accompanies this plan)
Aim: To draw a multi-flow map to understand the causes and effects of tourism. (A multi-flow map shows the relationship between cause and effect. The main issue is shown in the central box. On the left side are the causes, and on the right side are the effects. They do not have to match up.)

Set success criteria: to understand the cause and effect of tourism in Wales.

Activity:
· Read the on-line article, ‘Fighting for Tourism in Wales’, considering the impact of tourism.
· Use the teacher resource Publisher document, ‘Tourism Booms!!’ to consider what might encourage tourists to visit Wales (the causes) and what the effects might be. Examine the ideas on the multi-flow sheet and sort the statements into two groups:

Why do tourists come to Wales?

 What happens as a result of tourists coming to Wales?

·  Encourage the children to identify both positive and negative effects.

· Encourage the children to think of their own ideas about causes and effects of tourism in their own area of Wales.

· Place the ideas on the multi-flow map and compare and discuss ideas around the class, giving reasons for choices.
AfL:  Children can evaluate how well they have met the success criteria, by talking to each other, using ‘thinking’ language; e.g. comparing, selecting, making links, sorting.
Reflect: With a partner, children share three ideas they have discussed about tourism and explain whether the ideas are causes or effects of tourism.

	Activity 2 
Aim: To write a persuasive poster, or compose an advert to encourage visitors from overseas to come to Wales.

Activity

· Read the on-line article, ‘Fighting for Tourism in Wales’, and examine reasons why people visit Wales.
Plan a poster using: 
· persuasive language and slogans which are easy to read
· a graphics package to combine words in a choice of font and colours to make the leaflet look interesting
· relevant pictures and enticing facts about Wales! 
(Extend the idea to producing an advert, including sound).
Thinking Skills and AfL: to extend children’s thinking and self-evaluation, throughout the activity some key questions could be:

What would be an example of an effective poster?

How would you use persuasive language in a poster?

How would you improve the structure of the poster?

If you could change one thing about the poster what would it be?
