Overview of the Resource

Geography in the news is designed to give teachers a topical and entertaining online information and activity source. It will help to support the National Curriculum’s requirement for the flexible inclusion of current global and Welsh issues into pupils’ geography lessons in addition to more formalised schemes of work, and/or may be used to stimulate extended work within schemes of work. In this edition the articles deal with economic development both in Wales and globally. The articles are supported by lesson plans. Key words are highlighted within the resources and have been defined by rollover annotation. Each edition will be archived to allow repeated access and use in the future. They are fully downloadable to allow storage and use in classrooms without internet connection.

Skills Framework and Assessment for Learning

The accompanying lesson plans aim to support the requirement for a skills-focused curriculum. Where appropriate in the lesson plans, suggestions will be shown where thinking skills, communication, ICT and number skills can be applied in the context of geography.
Investigative work lends itself very well to assessment for learning. For example, at the beginning of a study children can establish where they are in their learning and suggest what they want to find out. At the end of a study, children can assess their own achievement and indicate it by using simple techniques such as drawing smiley faces or by showing traffic light symbols in their work. The use of questioning throughout the activities encourages children to reflect on their understanding and help further their learning.

Opportunities to use assessment for learning strategies will be indicated as AfL.

	Introduction

Read the online resource, ’Changing Order of Economic Power’ to understand the idea of economic development.
Set success criteria for the activity:  To gain an understanding of the process of economic development.
Activity
· Explain that the lesson is about cause and effect; what causes a country’s economy to change and what the effect can be. 

· Examine the ideas on the multiflow map (Publisher Document attached) and sort them into two groups:

· What processes affect a country’s economy

· What happens to the country’s economy as a result

· Organise the ideas on the multiflow map and compare within the class, giving reasons.

AfL:  As children work: 
Can they reflect on their learning, e.g. can they amend their ideas?
Can children evaluate how well they have met the success criteria: Can we explain an aspect of economic development?

	Introduction

Read the online resource, ’Changing Employment in Wales’.

Set success criteria for the activity:  
To understand that different jobs can be categorised into specific sectors of industry: - primary, secondary and tertiary industries.

Activity
· Explain that a tree map can be used for classifying things, such as jobs which can be associated with different sectors of industry.  

· Use a tree map to classify lists of jobs

· Examine the jobs/industries suggested on the tree map (Publisher Document attached) and sort them into lists under the three categories (seven job types per sector): primary industry, secondary industry and tertiary industry.

· Discuss and compare and contrast why the jobs are suited to the chosen sector, linking explanations to children’s own experience of the world of work.
AfL:  Throughout the lesson and at the end, can children
explain their criteria for the classification of a particular job?

	Introduction

Read the online article, ‘Investigating the Impacts of Economic Change’ to deepen the children’s understanding of the previous two linked articles and then to apply this knowledge within the context of a geographical enquiry.
Set the Success Criteria
Carry out a geographical investigation to link countries’ levels of economic development with their industries. 

Activity: Research and Discussion

· Children discuss the investigation in groups, forming their own opinions by drawing on the information from all three articles and justify their reasoning. 
· Follow this with class discussion, where each group nominates a member of the group to feed back their opinions.
To record their ideas, children could:

· draw up a mind map to show connections between countries, their level of development and their most important industries
· write a news report interviewing job seekers in Wales about how difficult it is to find work and why.
Plenary: When children have formed ideas about economic development, they could consider what type of job they will do in the future, giving reasons for their answer, based on their understanding of economic development.

AfL:  To show they have met the success criteria, in pairs, children can tell each other three things they have considered. The partner shares the friend’s opinions with the class.
