Links between communities in Wales and the Developing World

Lesson plans/Teachers’ Notes Key stage 3

Overview of the resource 

Geography in the news is designed to give teachers a topical and entertaining online information and activity source. It will help to support the National Curriculum’s requirement for the flexible inclusion of current global and Welsh issues into pupils’ geography lessons in addition to more formalised schemes of work, and/or may be used to stimulate extended work within schemes or work. Each edition contains a main theme and 2 linked articles each of which forms the focus for lesson activities. In addition, a Global current events screen can be used on a regular basis as a home page or lesson starter stimulus. The ‘Brainbox’ links may form entertaining wider geography discussion points, for instance, as end-of-lesson activities. 

Key Words are highlighted within the resources and have been defined by rollover annotation. Website links are included at key points in the resources to facilitate further research on selected topics. 

Each edition will be archived to allow repeated access and use in the future. They are fully downloadable to allow storage and use in classrooms without internet connection.
Main Theme 

The principle National Curriculum links are:-

Range 

· ‘the rich and poor world: economic development in different locations/countries’  

· ‘tomorrow’s citizens: issues in Wales and the wider world of living sustainably and the responsibilities of being a global citizen’

· ‘describe the causes and consequences of how places and environments change, e.g. by season; from past to present; the need for sustainability’
Skills

· ‘explain how and why places and environments change and identify trends and future implications, e.g. population increase, climate change, globalisation.’

· ‘use maps, plans and imagery of different types and scales and ICT to interpret and present locational information, e.g. use relief maps, satellite images, GIS, draw sketch maps’.
· ‘carry out:

· at least one group investigation and one independent investigation into a geographical question or issue
· investigations into ‘geography in the news’, topical events and issues in the locality and the wider world’.
· ‘ask and answer the question - how can my actions and those of other people make a difference locally, nationally and globally?
The activities will offer learners opportunities to:

· Use ICT to be informed of current and relevant geographical information and events.

· Develop both knowledge and informed opinions on a range of issues and suggested solutions to current geographical problems.

· Develop investigating skills related to current issues. 

· Work independently and cooperatively.

Main article:  Links between communities in Wales and the Developing World
	Aims: To inform pupils of current links between communities across Wales with other communities in LEDC’s. On March 1st 2010 the Welsh Assembly Government will announce the Welsh recipients of UN gold stars when 3 communities from Wales will be awarded 5 gold stars. The resource will provide a focus for the UN summit later in the year to maintain momentum in the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals.


	Objectives: The activity is intended to introduce pupils to the development process and the millennium development goals. It follows up on the ‘Make Poverty History’ campaign and feeds in to the requirements of the ‘tomorrow’s citizen’ component of the range within the National Curriculum orders.


	Resources required:
· Online resource

· Possibly print content from PDF

	Activity type: 

Invitations to respond to image stimuli, followed by group mind mapping, research online or from an atlas, group discussions and presenting the results of that discussion to the class.
	Suggested time: 

The time needed to use this resource will vary in relation to the levels of pupil response generated. At least a full 1 hour lesson will be needed but if pupils go into greater depth and detail the two hours will probably be required. 

	Lesson introduction: 
Pupils need to be aware that Wales as part of the UK is a wealthy developed country and that most people in the world live in much poorer countries. There is the opportunity to discuss definitions of development and introduce the Millennium Development Goals. Pupils should discuss the MDG’s and why they were devised to push the development agenda along. 
Each image/ animation can be used on a whiteboard as a stimulus for whole class questioning and discussion on the basis of 1/ What is Development? – leading to 2/ How developed is Wales?  3/ What are the MDG’s and how will they help other countries to develop?  E.g. by the use of a whiteboard to collate comments into a mind map of class responses. 



	· Further activity opportunities 1: 

Pupils should use the resource to identify a community link with an LEDC (However they could choose to look at Uganda from the resource where there is a growing partnership with groups across Wales). Pupils can either carry out research online or from an atlas to access information on their chosen country and devise a comparison with the UK. This could typically be in the form of a table which could then be used for an extended written task describing similarities and differences between the pupils own communities and their chosen countries.

· Further activity opportunities 2: 

Ideally the class could work in 8 different groups; each group looking at a different MDG. The groups should explain their MDG and look at how they personally could do something that would help their chosen country/community achieve that MDG. This ideally could then link to the second resource on Fairtrade and Fairtrade fortnight.

Linked article 1:  Fairtrade

	Aims: To enable pupils to learn more about trade and interdependence between countries. Building on prior learning from the main resource pupils should learn that the current rules of trade favour rich countries and hold back development in poorer countries. Pupils should learn that fairtrade is a way of overcoming these problems. Pupils will hopefully take part in fairtrade fortnight and possibly undertake some form of activity. The activity will hopefully contribute to pupils understanding of their own LEDC case study.



	Objectives: The activity is intended to introduce pupils to fairtrade and how it can help countries develop economically. Pupils should identify ways in which they can change their habits as consumers and as a result help their LEDC case study country improve levels of development.



	Resources required:
· Online resource

· Possibly print content from PDF

	Activity type: 

Using the resource pupils should engage in a group discussion on ‘what is trade?’ and from there on to the importance of making trade fair. Pupils should research a chosen fairtrade product such as Gumutindo for their parents or more likely Cadburys recent switch to fairtrade chocolate for themselves.
	Suggested time: 

The time needed to use this resource will vary in relation to the levels of pupil response generated. A full 1 hour lesson will be needed with a follow up homework to complete the individual activity. 

	Lesson introduction: 
Pupils need to be that countries at different levels of development are connected through trade and that the rules of trade favour the rich countries. They should learn that if trade becomes fairer then the poorer countries will develop more quickly. They should hopefully start to change their habits as consumers and hopefully make a conscious decision to buy fairtrade products when available. 
The fairtrade logo can be used on a whiteboard as a stimulus for whole class questioning and discussion on the basis of 1/ What is trade? – leading to 2/ What is fairtrade?  3/ Why do you think that most trade is unfair?

	· Further activity opportunities 1: 

Pupils should use the resource to learn the basics of fairtrade and how it works. They should then use the example of Gumutindo on how to write up a case study of a fairtrade product that they are interested in. This could be done either as individuals or more likely in small groups.

· Further activity opportunities 2: 

The pupils either as individuals should devise a campaign to encourage a target group of consumers to switch to a fairtrade product during fairtrade fortnight. This could be a poster campaign, radio, role play for a TV advert, leaflets or a whole combination of these.

Linked article 2:  Ethnicity in Wales

	Aims: To engage pupils in addressing issues such as racism in society. Following on from looking at community links between Wales and other parts of the world pupils should start to understand that Wales as an area underwent massive inwards migration between 1801 and 1921. This can form the basis for a geographical investigation into the diversity and origins of their own community.



	Objectives: The activity is intended to engage pupils in addressing issues such as racism or prejudice against recent migrants to their communities by learning that historically Wales is a country that has been built through inwards migration especially in the 19th century.



	Resources required:
· Online resource

· Possibly print content from PDF

· Print of WILF guidance

	Activity type: 

Following an examination of the headline from the 2001 census about the lack of diversity in Wales; pupils should carry out a census of their own class to find out about countries of origin of their own ancestors.
	Suggested time: 

This investigation will probably require several lessons and also homework time.

	Lesson introduction: 
The resource headline should provide a starting point for pupils to discuss the concept of diversity and its apparent lack in Wales. The teacher should then use the graphs of population increase in Newport and Wrexham to show that only inwards migration could have resulted in the levels of growth shown. This raises the discussion point that if we go back before WW1 then Wales is a country built by migrants and that most people in Wales are descended from these migrants.


	· Further activity opportunities 1: 

The resource includes data on the ethnicity of Wales and Population growth in Wales. Pupils should ideally use this data to construct a pie chart and a line graph to represent these figures.

· Further activity opportunities 2: 

Pupils should identify their own hypotheses/questions for enquiry before deciding on how to investigate the origins of themselves and their own class mates by carrying out a class census into this. They can then write up their investigations. The following checklist could then be used to enable pupils to be assessed both for the skills and enquiry strands of the National Curriculum assessment requirements.
